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Introduction

This annotated bibliography provides information on Arabic! global gender-based violence in emergencies (GBVIE)
resources that have been translated into Arabic. It also provides a review of regional and country-level GBV resources
produced in Arab countries in the Middle East and North Africa.? In these countries, Arabic is often the main or only
language spoken by GBV frontline staff including GBV case managers, psychosocial support assistants, outreach
workers, and grassroots civil society organisations.

This bibliography is meant to make it easier for Arabic-speaking GBV practitioners to access the guidance, knowledge
and tools they need to effectively prevent and respond to GBV. This bibliography is also meant to support engagement
with community-led and grassroot organizations, to promote learning and resource-sharing with local women’s
organizations and groups. The bibliography is presented in both English and Arabic, side-by-side, in order to facilitate
communication about resources between Arabic and English-speaking GBV colleagues.

The resources in the bibliography are based on a mapping of global, regional and country-specific Arabic or translated
GBVIE resources and tools. The mapping included a google search of resources, as well as a call for resources from GBV
colleagues working in Arab-speaking countries. (See Annex 1 for a summary of the methodology for the mapping.) The
bibliography is divided into two sections: 1) an annotated list of core global and regional GBVIE tools and resources
written in English that have been translated into Arabic; 2) a non-annotated list of additional GBVIE global, regional
and country-specific tools, resources and websites. Each list is first organized alphabetically by publishing agency,
institution or entity, and then alphabetically by resource title and date of publication.

! The Arabic language referred to in this document and in available translations is Modern Standard Arabic (sl aadll 4y 2 221l)), ‘Modern
Standard Arabic’ or ‘Modern Written Arabic’ are terms used mostly by Western linguists, referring to standardized, literary Arabic that developed
in the Arab world in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Across the Arab region, written Modern Standard Arabic is widely understood. See
Tarjama Website; How many countries speak Arabic around the world?

The objective of the Minimum Standards is to establish a
common understanding of what constitutes minimum
GBV prevention and response programming in
emergencies. “Minimum” means “of adequate quality”;
for the purposes of this resource, adequate quality
means (1) reflecting good practice; and (2) not causing
harm. As such, each Standard in this resource represents
common agreement on what needs to be achieved for
that specific programmatic element to be of adequate
quality. When a GBV programme actor decides to
implement a programmatic element outlined in the
Standards, that intervention must be implemented
according to the Standard at a minimum.

2. The second part describes gender-specific areas of
work across core sectors such as camp coordination,
education, food security, health, livelihoods, non-
food items, registration, shelter and WASH.

Mobile and Remote GBV Service Delivery

These guidelines for mobile and remote GBV service
delivery reflect the learning of a two-year pilot project
and a feasibility and acceptability study implemented in
Myanmar, Burundi and lIrag in 2017 and 2018. With
mobile GBV service delivery, service providers move to
where people are displaced, residing, or in transit, in
order to provide services to those who cannot be easily
reached with traditional (static) services. GBV services
(predominately  emotional  support and case
management) are provided over a technology platform
(i.e. hotline, chat, or SMS) rather than in person. IRC
developed these guidelines to support the quality design
and implementation of mobile and remote GBV services
for diverse populations.

The Clinical Care for Sexual Assault Survivors (CCSAS)
guidelines and training tools are a multimedia
educational program developed to improve clinical care
for and general treatment of sexual assault survivors by
providing medical instruction and encouraging
competent, compassionate, confidential care. The
training is not intended to teach basic medical
information; it is a skills-based training designed to help
medical professionals and clinic staff better
communicate with and serve survivors of sexual assault.

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Annex 1: Review methodology

Information sources

The methodology consisted of triangulating three main sources of information:

(1) Online desk-based research via google search and searching within websites containing key resources such
as the portals of GBV sub-clusters and working groups, gbvresponders.org, UN and GBV NGOs websites. The
research focused first on identifying the key GBVIE resources and tools related to prevention, risk mitigation
and response to GBV, with specific focus on the Arab world.

(2) Consultations with country-level GBVIE coordination mechanisms in the Arab region, and through them with
the various GBV actors in-country through emails and short interviews, with the support of the GBV AoR.

(3) Making requests for resources and tools through the GBV community of practice (GBV CoP) mailing list and
other networks.

Limitations:

The resources in this mapping mostly include publicly available materials which can be found online. It is likely that civil
society and community-based organisations and GBV actors have produced more resources, but which are not available
online or which have not been included. The research focused on resources published between the years 2005 to 2021.

Availability of resources:

The global, regional and country-specific GBVIE resources and tools are available and easily found in English. However,
only a small number of these have been translated into Arabic. The majority of Arabic translations are uploaded online,
for example on coordination websites. A number of local Arabic resources are also available on civil society
organisation’s websites, however they do not easily show up on searches via search engines like Google. Some of the
translated resources have not yet been uploaded online; however country coordinators did share them for the purpose
of this mapping.
